This fellowship offers an opportunity for doctors who have completed Higher Specialist Training in Psychiatry to access leadership and management experience in a developing specialist service, and to develop specialist clinical skills in crisis resolution. 

A new team, the Crisis Resolution Service (CRS) was established in the Cluain Mhuire Mental Health Service in 2022. It is one of five national pilot sites, components of a broader national development of accessible, community-based services for rapid assessment and intervention of crisis presentations. The Model of Care for Crisis Resolution Services was launched in May 2023. These services are intended to be an integral component of each mental health service in the future. The implementation and delivery of this model will be based on the learning from national pilot sites. 

This focus of this fellowship will be on developing skills of quality improvement, audit, and service evaluation. At the time the fellow joins the service, the CRS will have been operational for almost two years, a key interval to evaluate past performance and shape future policy. Exposure to management forums and training in competencies will be provided, building key skills for a clinician interested in developing a new or specialty service in the future. Clinical skills will be developed in the assessment and management of crisis presentations, with a broad MDT perspective. 

Cluain Mhuire has a strong record in hosting previous post-CSCST fellowships and in translating clinical and research outputs.
